Security Best Practices
Prevent unauthorized persons from accessing storage 
locations 

Require access by visitors, service subcontractors, and 
third-party transporters to be approved by management

Develop, maintain, regularly check, and update an 
inventory of fertilizer on-hand

Limit quantities on-hand to a minimum

Encourage regular inspections in storage areas

Train employees to recognize signs of tampering and other 
suspicious activity

Report to management and local law enforcement:
• Evidence of tampering
• Theft or unexplained loss
• Other suspicious activity

Suspicious activity reports (SARs) will be forwarded to the appropriate fusion center and FBI Joint Terrorism Task Force for further action.
